RULES AND INFORMATION

GET READY, GET SET....

1. ORGANIZE: Get together a “pack” of one to
five people. (Smaller packs are ok, but the more
the merrier!) Name your pack, and choose a
Leader of the Pack. The Leader will
communicate with Wolf Park, and submit all
pack members’ donations with Donation
Forms. Participants of all ages are welcome,
but those under 18 must have an adult
accompany them on the day of the Walk.

2. REGISTER: Write down Pack members'’
names, contact info, and t-shirt sizes on the
Registration Form (7f you have more than
five walkers, you will need to register
more than one pack). Submit the form with
the $50/pack registration fee as soon as
possible. Only registered walkers are eligible for
big prizes! (Register by Sept 1 to receive t
shirts)

» Walk with one of our wolves — One lap around
the Park includes a wolf (leashed) guided by experi-
enced staff members. Walkers will remain at a po-
lite distance, depending on the wolf’'s comfort level.

3. THEME YOUR PACK! Prizes will be

awarded for the most pack spirit! Consider

costumes, or special Pack t shirts to

demonstrate your enthusiasm for wolves.

» Receive special gifts — all walkers (registered by
Sept 1) earn a “Wolf Walk” t shirt, light snacks,
free water while walking, and a chance to win
prizes.

What to Expect on the Walk

» Walkers will be walking the 1/2 mile Loop Trail inside
Wolf Park. Be prepared for conditions (rain gear,
bug spray, rain/sun hats, good walking shoes) Walk
is on gravel, under wide open skies. There are a
couple of resting spots along the way.

P This is a timed walk; there is no minimum number of

laps. If you want— sit back and relax! Prizes will be
awarded for most laps completed by a pack.

P Water will be provided. There is a soda machine
available. Food is allowed in some areas, but not out
on the trail. Vendors will be selling food for $5.00,
or pack your own picnic. Never eat near animals.

» A volunteer will mark your laps on each round to
track your progress. Walkers pass the wolves,
coyotes, foxes and bison on each lap. Bring your
camera!

10 EASY WAYS TO RAISE $200!
